Yassin’s Anti-Terrorism & Anti-Intimidation Agreement
If Yassin commits any of the following aggressive behaviors, he will receive consequences listed below, with no warnings given.  
Aggressive Behaviors (Healthy Undercurrent of Accountability for both mom and Yassin)

· Shoving, hitting, or any other act of physical aggression toward mom
· Hitting or throwing any objects in anger   
Consequences: 

For any acts of violence (behaviors listed above) (Healthy Undercurrent of Accountability)
· 1st Offense = The village will be called to come over immediately and remove a prized personal item that they will hold in storage for 30 days

· 2nd Offense = If any aggressive behaviors in 30 days, the village will again be called to come over to talk with Yassin and tell him that the prized personal item held in storage will be sold on EBay and mom will be given the money for her pain and suffering (Healthy Undercurrent of Safety)
· 3rd Offense = Police will be called immediately & charges filed (Healthy Undercurrent of Safety)
Any Property Damage (Healthy Undercurrent of Accountability)
· Mom and village will assess cost of damage

· Village will give Yassin odd jobs to do at minimum wage to cover cost to repair the damage.  
· If Tyler cannot fix the damage, he must pay for someone to fix and cost added to final amount

Celebrations:
· Once Yassin goes 30 days of no aggression, he and mom will celebrate by _______
Mom & Village Role: 
· If Yassin makes any verbal threats to mom, mom is to exit & wait immediately & refrain from any further interaction with youth.  She is also to immediately call a villager who will come over to talk to Yassin (Healthy Undercurrents of De-escalation Tactic and Safety) 
· Mom will give a positive teen report to Yassin once a day to catch Yassin doing something right  (Healthy Undercurrents of Playfulness and Softness)
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
