WHEREAS, SFI has developed unique therapeutic modalities for the treatment and parenting of adolescents who are experiencing severe emotional problems and/or who are exhibiting anti-social or self-destructive behaviors; 

WHEREAS, SFI has developed and offers educational and training services for psychotherapy and counseling professionals pursuant to which such professionals are trained in the use and administration of SFI’s Parenting with Love and Limits® System of Care (“PLL”); and 

WHEREAS, Client wishes for SFI to provide a speaker for an upcoming Client sponsored event: 

A G R E E M E N T 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained herein, the parties agree as follows: 

1. Obligations of SFI. 

a. SFI agrees to provide Dr. Scott P. Sells as the presenter for the following presentation (the  “Presentation”) for Client at a location TBD on the following date:

b. SFI agrees to provide Client with the following background and materials suitable for use in promotional materials: 
i. A brief outline of the workshop.
ii. Dr. Sells’ curriculum vitae.
iii. Within twenty-one (21) days of the workshop, SFI will provide to Client a master copy of the handouts for use in producing copies for participants
2. Obligations of Client. 

a. Presentation Fees. 

i. In consideration for SFI’s reserving the date for and conducting the Presentation set forth in Section 1 hereof, Client agrees to pay to SFI a presentation fee of USD $5,000 per day.
ii. Client will provide reimbursement of travel expenses incurred by Dr. Sells upon submission of applicable receipts.  Reimbursable expenses include:

1. Round-trip airfare to the presentation.  (SFI will make every reasonable effort to obtain the lowest possible airfare arrangements.)

2. Ground transportation costs for Dr. Sells to and from the airport at both the city of departure as well as the city where the event is taking place, upon submission of receipts.  The Speaker will use the most cost effective ground transportation when available.

3. Parking fees, if incurred, will also be reimbursed by Client to SFI upon applicable receipts.

4. Actual costs of meals upon receipt of expense claim and applicable receipts.

5. Applicable currency rate conversion fees charged as a result of reimbursable expenses described in this paragraph 2.a.ii.

6. Hotel accommodations will be arranged for, and provided by Client at the chosen hotel site for the workshop. 

iii. Client agrees to pay to SFI for the presentation as set forth in Section 2(a)(i) hereof by no later than the conclusion of the Presentation.
iv. Client agrees to provide payment to SFI of all reimbursable expenses within 14 days of receipt of expense claim submitted by SFI. SFI agrees to provide Client with an itemized expense claim within fourteen (14) days of the workshop indicating honorarium and all expenses for which reimbursement is being requested, together with original receipts.
b. Marketing and Other Costs. 

Client will be responsible for all other costs and tasks associated with providing the Presentation including, but not limited to, any costs associated with the site of the Presentation and with the reproduction of handout materials. Moreover, Client will be responsible for all costs and tasks associated with marketing the Presentation including, but not limited to, producing and distributing brochures; provided however, that all brochures and other marketing materials produced by Client for the Presentation will be subject to prior review by SFI. SFI agrees to provide to Client, upon Client’s written request, any information (including, but not limited to, any SFI logos or promotional information) as may be reasonably necessary for Client to prepare brochures and/or other marketing materials for the Presentation. SFI may, at its option, list the Presentation on the SFI Calendar of Events. 

c. Audio-Visual Needs. 

Client will provide, at its sole cost and expense, an LCD projector, a DVD player, a wireless lavaliere microphone and a viewing screen of sufficient size to be clearly seen by all attendees. 

Client agrees to have all the equipment and supplies delivered to and set up at the location where the Presentation will be held. In the event certain equipment or supplies requested by SFI are not available, Client shall provide a reasonable equivalent thereof and shall notify SFI as soon as reasonably possible of the substitution. 

d. Continuing Education Credit. 

If continuing education credit will be offered to attendees, Client agrees to secure approval from the appropriate organizations. SFI agrees to provide to Client, upon Client’s written request, any information (including, but not limited to, presentation narratives, agendas, learning objectives, presenter credentials) as may be reasonably necessary for Client to obtain such approval. 

3. Cancellation of Presentation. 

a. Notice. If Client or SFI elects to cancel the Presentation, the cancelling party will immediately notify the other party in writing of such election as described in Paragraph 4.a herein. For purposes of this Section, the “Cancellation Date” shall be the date of which such notice is received by the non-cancelling party. 

b. Cancellation Fee for Client Cancellation. Notwithstanding Paragraph 3.d. below, Client agrees to pay to SFI the following cancellation fee (the “Cancellation Fee”) within ten (10) business days of the Cancellation Date:

Client and SFI each reserves the right to cancel or postpone this event due to uncontrollable catastrophic event(s), with appropriate advance notice to the other party.   In the event of a cancellation or postponement of this nature by Client, Client agrees to reimburse SFI for all non-refundable expenses incurred by SFI prior to notification of the cancellation or postponement.  In the event of a postponement, SFI agrees to work with Client to schedule a mutually agreed upon date and time of presentation.  Client will be responsible for all costs as outlined in Paragraph 2 of this Agreement for any re-scheduled presentation, in addition to any non-refundable and/or non-transferable expenses incurred by SFI prior to notification of the original postponement.

4. Miscellaneous. 

a. Notices. All notices and other communications relating hereto shall be in writing and shall be served by personal delivery, commercial messenger or courier service, certified or registered mail (return receipt required), confirmed telephone facsimile, to the party at its address or fax number appearing below, or to such other address or fax number as specified by notice by such party to the other parties hereunder. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, service of any such notice shall be deemed effective on the earlier of the day of (i) actual delivery, or (ii) ninety-six (96) hours after deposit in United States or Canadian mail, registered or certified, or (iii) receipt of fax confirmation. b. Interpretation. The headings contained in this Agreement are for reference purposes only and shall not affect in any way the meaning or interpretation of the Agreement.

g. Unenforceable or Void Provisions. In the event that any provision of this Agreement, or the application thereof, becomes or is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal, void or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement will continue in full force and effect and the application of such provision to other persons or circumstances will be interpreted so as reasonably to effect the intent of the parties hereto. The parties further agree to replace such void or unenforceable provision of this Agreement with a valid and enforceable provision that will achieve, to the extent possible, the economic, business and other purposes of such void or unenforceable provision. 

h. Attorney’s Fees. If any action or other proceeding relating to the enforcement of any provision of this Agreement is brought by any party hereto, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover reasonable attorneys’ fees, costs and disbursements (in addition to any other relief to which the prevailing party may be entitled). 

i. Rules of Construction. The parties hereto waive the application of any law, regulation, holding or rule of construction providing that ambiguities in an agreement or other document will be construed against the party drafting such agreement or document.
